adapted and designed for cutting or burning through, forcing or
breaking open, accessing or bypassing, physically or
electronically, the security features of any building, room, vault,
safe, motor vehicle, or other depository, im—erder—with the intent

to use it to steal £herefrem—any money or other property, krowing
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be—is guilty of a felony, punishable by imprisonment in—the—state

prisen—for not more than 10 years.
Enacting section 1. This amendatory act takes effect 90 days

after the date it is enacted into law.
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
