session. T h e s e  m i n u t e s  shall be r e t ained by the clerk of the 

p u b l i c  body, -aher 1-1-■■ AR E  not 'b e-- a v a i l a b l e  to the p u blic, and 

s hall o n l y  be d i s c l o s e d  if r e q uired b y  a civil a c t i o n  filed under 

s e p t i o n  10, 11, or 13. T h e s e  m i n u t e s  ma y  be d e s t r o y e d  1 year a n d

1 da y  af t e r  a p p r o v a l  of the m i n u t e s  of the regular m e e t i n g  at 

w h i c h  the c l o s e d  ses s i o n  was approved.

Sec. 8. A  p u b l i c  body may meet in a c l o s e d  s e s s i o n  o n l y  for 

the f o l l o w i n g  purposes:

(a) To consider the dismissal, suspension, or d i s c i p l i n i n g  

ofj, or to hear c o m p l a i n t s  or c h arges b r ought against, or to c o n ­

s ider a p e r i o d i c  p e r s o n n e l  e v a l u a t i o n  of, a p u b l i c  officer, 

e m p loyee, staff member, or i n d i vidual agent, if the n a m e d  p e r s o n  

r e q u e s t s  a c l o s e d  hearing. A  p e r s o n  req u e s t i n g  a c l o s e d  h e a r i n g  

m a y  r e s c i n d  the request at any time, in w h i c h  case the m a t t e r  at 

isSue shall be c o n s i d e r e d  t h e rea f t e r1 A F T E R  T H E  R E S C I S S I O N  o n l y  

in o p e n  sessions.

(b) To con s i d e r  the dismissal, suspension, or d i s c i p l i n i n g

of a s t u d e n t  if the p u b l i c  body is part of the s chool dis t r i c t ,

i n t e r m e d i a t e  school district, or i n s t i t u t i o n  of h i g h e r  e d u c a t i o n  

■w h i e h  T H A T  the student is attending, and if the s t u d e n t  or the 

s t u d e n t ' s  p a r e n t  or g u a r d i a n  requests a c l o s e d  hearing.
