1 Section 1. Act No. 451 of the Public Acts of 1976, as

2 amended, being sections 380.1 to 380.1852 of the Michigan

3 Compiled Laws, is amended by adding section 1166a to read as

4 follows:
5 SEC. 1166A. THE BOARD OF A SCHOOL DISTRICT OR LOCAL ACT

6 SCHOOL DISTRICT MAY ALLOW AND ENCOURAGE A TEACHER OR SCHOOL

7 ADMINISTRATOR EMPLOYED IN THE SCHOOL DISTRICT TO READ ALOUD OR TO
8 POST IN A SCHOOL BUILDING OR CLASSROOM OR AT A SCHOOL EVENT ALL
9 OR PART OF ANY OF THE FOLLOWING DOCUMENTS:

(K) ANY ACT OF THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS.

(1) THE PUBLISHED TEXT OF THE CONGRESSIONAL RECORD.
