A bill to amend 1976 PA 399, entitled
"Safe drinking water act,"”
by anending the title and sections 2, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 14, and 16
(MCL 325.1002, 325.1004, 325.1005, 325.1007, 325.1008, 325.1009,
325. 1014, and 325.1016), the title and sections 2, 7, and 9 as
anended by 1993 PA 165, and by addi ng section 3b.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:
TI TLE

An act to protect the public health; to provide for supervi-
sion and control over public water supplies; to prescribe the
powers and duties of the departnent of —pubHeheatth—
ENVI RONVENTAL QUALITY; to provide for the subm ssion of plans and
specifications for waterworks systens and the i ssuance of
construction permts therefor; TO PROVI DE FOR CAPACI TY
ASSESSMENTS AND SOURCE WATER ASSESSMENTS COF PUBLI C WATER
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SUPPLIES; to provide for the classification of public water
supplies and the exam nation, certification and regul ati on of
persons operating those systens; to provide for continuous, ade-
gquat e operation of privately owned, public water supplies; to
aut hori ze the pronulgation of rules to carry out the intent of
the act; to create the water supply fund; to provide for the
adm ni stration of the water supply fund; and to provide

penal ties.

Sec. 2. As used in this act:

(a) "Bottled drinking water" neans water that is ultimtely
sol d, provided, or offered for human consunption in a cl osed
cont ai ner.

(B) "CAPACI TY ASSESSMENT" MEANS AN EVALUATI ON OF THE TECHNI -
CAL, FI NANCI AL, AND MANACERI AL CAPABI LITY OF A COWMUNI TY SUPPLY
OR NONTRANSI ENT NONCOMMUNI TY WATER SUPPLY TO COVPLY AND MAI NTAI' N
COVPLI ANCE W TH ALL REQUI REMENTS OF THIS ACT AND THE RULES
PROMULGATED UNDER THI S ACT.

(C —b)— "Community supply" nmeans a public water supply
t hat provides year-round service to not fewer than 15 living
units or which regularly provides year-round service to not fewer
t han 25 residents.

(D) —€e)— "Contam nant" neans a physical, chem cal, biologi-
cal, or radiol ogical substance or matter in water.

(E) teh— "Custoner service connection" neans the pipe
between a water main and custoner site piping or building plunb-

i ng system
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(F) —e)y— "Custoner site piping" nmeans an under ground pi ping
system owned or controlled by the custoner that conveys water
fromthe custoner service connection to building plunbing systens
and ot her points of use on | ands owned or controlled by the
custoner. Custoner site piping does not include any systemthat
i ncorporates treatnent to protect public health.

(G —H)— "Departnent"” neans the departnent of —pubtie
heatth— ENVI RONVENTAL QUALITY or its authorized agent or
representative.

(H —g)— "Director"” nmeans the director of —pubHecheatth—
THE DEPARTMENT OF ENVI RONMENTAL QUALI TY or his or her authorized
agent or representative.

(') — "I mmnent hazard" nmeans that in the judgnent of
the director there is a violation, or a condition that may cause
a violation, of the state drinking water standards at a public
wat er supply requiring i nmedi ate action to prevent endangeri ng
the health of people.

(J) (H— "Living unit" means a house, apartnent, or other
domcile occupied or intended to be occupied on a day to day
basis by an individual, famly group, or equival ent.

(K) —9)— "Noncommunity supply" nmeans a public water supply
that is not a coomunity supply, but that has not |ess than 15
servi ce connections or that serves not fewer than 25 individuals
on an average daily basis for not |ess than 60 days per year.

() — "Nontransi ent nonconmunity water supply" neans a
noncomruni ty public water supply that serves not fewer than 25 of

the sanme individuals on an average daily basis over 6 nonths per
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year. This definition includes water supplies in places of
enpl oynent, schools, and day-care centers.

(M —H— "Person" nmeans an individual, partnership, copart-
nershi p, cooperative, firm conpany, public or private associ a-
tion or corporation, political subdivision, agency of the state,
agency of the federal governnent, trust, estate, joint structure
conpany, or any other |legal entity, or their legal representa-
tive, agent, or assigns.

(N —m— "Plans and specifications" means draw ngs, data,
and a true description or representation of an entire waterworks
systemor parts of the systemas it exists or is to be con-
structed, and a statenent on how a waterworks systemis to be
oper at ed.

(O —m— "Political subdivision" neans a city, village,
townshi p, charter township, county, district, authority or por-
tion or conbination thereof.

(P) —6)— "Public water supply" neans a waterworks system
t hat provides water for drinking or househol d purposes to persons
ot her than the supplier of the water, and does not include either
of the follow ng:

(1) A waterworks systemthat supplies water to only 1 living
unit.

(1) A waterworks systemthat consists solely of custoner
site piping.

(Q —ftp)y— "State drinking water standards" neans quality
standards setting limts for contam nant |evels or establishing
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treatnent techniques to neet standards necessary to protect the
public health

(R —€e)— "Service connection"” nmeans a direct connection
froma distribution water main to a living unit or other site to
provi de water for drinking or househol d purposes.

(S) "SOURCE WATER ASSESSMENT" MEANS A STATE PROGRAM TO
DELI NEATE THE BOUNDARI ES OF AREAS IN THE STATE FROM WVHICH 1 OR
MORE PUBLI C WATER SUPPLI ES RECEI VE SUPPLI ES OF DRI NKI NG WATER, TO

(V) t5— "Water hauler"” neans a person engaged in bul k
vehi cul ar transportation of water to other than the water
haul er's own household which is intended for use or used for
dri nki ng or househol d purposes. Excluded fromthis definition
are those persons providing water solely for enpl oyee use.

(W —t)— "Water nmain" neans a pipe owned or controlled by a
supplier that may convey water to a custoner service connection

or to a fire hydrant.
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(X) —wv)— "Waterworks systenmt or "systent nmeans a system of
pi pes and structures through which water is obtained and distrib-
uted, including but not limted to wells and well structures,

i ntakes and cribs, punping stations, treatnent plants, storage
t anks, pipelines and appurtenances, or a conbination thereof,
actually used or intended for use for the purpose of furnishing
wat er for drinking or househol d purposes.

(Y) €w)— "Year-round service" neans the ability of a sup-
plier of water to provide drinking water on a continuous basis to
aliving unit or facility.

A general
pl an of the waterworks system for each public water supply shal
be provided to the departnent by a supplier of water and shall be
updat ed as determ ned necessary by the departnent.

(2) Upon receipt of the plans and specifications for a pro-
posed wat erwor ks system the departnment shall eval uate the ade-
quacy of the proposed systemto protect the public health by sup-
pl ying water neeting the state drinking water standards. THE
DEPARTMENT SHALL ALSO CONDUCT A CAPACI TY ASSESSMENT FOR A PRO

and specifications submtted to the departnent shall be prepared

A contractor, builder, or supplier of water shall not engage in
or begin the construction of a waterworks systemor an alter-
ation, addition, or inprovenent thereto until a valid permt for
t he construction has been secured fromthe departnent. A con-
tractor, builder, or supplier of water who permts or allows con-
struction to proceed without a valid permt, or in a manner not
in accordance with the plans and specifications approved by the
departnment, violates this act. A supplier of water shall not

i ssue a voucher —— OR check ——— or in any other way expend noney
or provide consideration for construction of a waterworks system
unless a valid permt issued by the departnent is in effect.
