THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 205. (1) A 9-1-1 systemestablished pursuant to this
act shall be capable of transmtting requests for |aw enforce-
ment, fire fighting, and energency nedi cal and anbul ance services
to 1 or nore public safety agencies which provide the requested
service to the place where the call originates.

(2) A 9-1-1 systemshall process all 9-1-1 calls originating
fromtel ephones within an exchange any part of which is within
t he energency tel ephone district served by the system This
requi renent does not apply to any part of an exchange not | ocated

within the county or counties that established the 9-1-1 system
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if that part has been included in an inplenented 9-1-1 systemfor
the county within which that part is |ocated.

(3) A9-1-1 systemmay provide for transmttal of requests
for other enmergency services, such as poison control, suicide
prevention, and civil defense. Conferencing capability with
counseling, aid to —hantieappet— PERSONS W TH DI SABI LI TI ES, and
ot her services as considered necessary for energency response
determ nation may be provided by the 9-1-1 system
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
