A bill to regulate benefits provided to certain public
enpl oyee retirenent systemparticipants in this state; and to
prescribe powers and duties of certain retirenment systens, state
departnments, public officials, and public enpl oyees.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the
"regul ation of public enployee retirenent benefits act".

Sec. 2. For the purposes of this act, the words and phrases
defined in sections 3 and 4 have the neanings ascribed to themin
t hose sections.

Sec. 3. (1) "Arned services" neans any of the foll ow ng:

(a) The United States arny, navy, air force, nmarine corps,
or coast guard.

(b) The United States nerchant marines.
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(c) A reserve conponent of an arnmed service listed in
subdi vision (a) or (b).

(d) The M chigan national guard as defined in section 105 of
the Mchigan mlitary act, 1967 PA 150, MCL 32. 505.

(2) "Benefit" neans an annuity, a pension, a retirenent
al | omance, or an optional benefit accrued or accruing to a par-
ticipant under a retirenent system

(3) "Elected public official” means an individual who hol ds
a public office that is filled by an election. El ected public
official includes an individual who is appointed to fill a
vacancy in a public office that is normally filled by an
el ecti on.

Sec. 4. (1) "Other public enployee retirenent systent neans
a public enployee retirenment systemcreated and established by
the United States, any other state, this state, or a political
subdi vision of the United States, any other state, or this
state. However, other public enployee retirenent system does not
i nclude a public enployee retirenment system created and est ab-
lished for the benefit of a nenber of the armed services.

(2) "Participant” neans a nenber, deferred nenber, or vested
former nmenber of a retirenent system

(3) "Retirenment systent nmeans a public enpl oyee retirenent
system created and established by this state or any political
subdi vision of this state.

Sec. 5. Notw thstanding any other provision of |law, rule,
or ordinance, or resolution to the contrary, an elected public

official who first becones an elected public official on or after
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1 the effective date of this act and who woul d ot herw se be
2 eligible to becone a participant of a retirement system by virtue
3 of holding that elective office shall not becone a participant of
4 that retirenent systemif the elected public official is vested

5 in any other public enployee retirenent system
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
