THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 3. (1) The township board may provide in a township
ordi nance a sanction for violation of the ordinance.

(2) Consistent with any of the follow ng statutes, the town-
ship board may adopt an ordi nance that designates a violation of
the ordinance as a civil infraction and provides a civil fine for
that viol ation:

(3) The townshi p board may adopt an ordi nance that desig-
nates a violation of the ordinance as a nunicipal civil infrac-
tion and provides a civil fine for that violation. An ordinance

may not designate a violation as a nmunicipal civil infraction if
that violation may be designated as a civil infraction under
subsection (2). A statute may provide that a violation of a spe-

cific type of ordinance is a nunicipal civil infraction whether

or not the ordinance designates the violation as a muni ci pal

civil infraction.
