Sec. 2. (1) To adm nister the county library fund, there
shall be a library board consisting of 5 nenbers appointed by the
county board of comm ssioners for ternms of 5 years each, except
that the first nmenbers shall be appointed for 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5
years. In a county with a popul ation of over 1,000,000, the
superintendent of the internedi ate school district serving the
county, or, in a county wth a popul ation of over 1,500,000, his

or her designee, shall be 1 of the nenbers of the library board
