presidential election shall not participate in the presidenti al

primary el ection.

(3) Except as otherwi se provided in sections 614a, 615a,

616a, 624g, and 879a, the statew de presidential
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shal | be conducted under the provisions of this act that govern
t he conduct of general primary el ections.

Sec. 614a. (1) Not later than 4 p.m of the second Friday
i n —beeenber— NOVEMBER of the year before the presidential elec-
tion, the secretary of state shall issue a list of the individu-
al s generally advocated by the national news nedia to be poten-
tial presidential candidates for each party's nom nation by the
political parties for which a presidential primary election wll
be hel d under section 613a.

(2) Not later than 4 p.m of the Tuesday follow ng the
second Friday in —becenrber— NOVEMBER of the year before the pres-
idential election, the state chairperson of each political party
for which a presidential primary election will be held under
section 613a shall file wwth the secretary of state a list of
i ndi vidual s whom they consider to be potential presidential can-
di dates for that political party.

(3) After the issuance of the list under subsection (1) and
after receipt of nanes fromthe state chairperson of each politi-
cal party under subsection (2), the secretary of state shal
notify each potential presidential candidate on the |ists of the
provisions of this act relating to the presidential primry
el ection.

Sec. 615a. (1) Except as otherwise provided in this sec-
tion, the secretary of state shall cause THE NAME OF A PRESI DEN-
TI AL CANDI DATE NOTI FI ED BY THE SECRETARY OF STATE UNDER SECTI ON

with the secretary of state no later than 4 p.m on the second
Friday in —Jandary—+n—a— DECEMBER OF THE YEAR BEFORE THE presi -
dential election year. The nom nating petition shall contain

valid signatures of registered and qualified electors equal to
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not less than 1/2 of 1% of the total votes cast in the state at
the previous presidential election for the presidential candidate
of the political party for which the individual is seeking this
nom nation. However, the total nunber of signatures required on
a nom nating petition under this subsection shall not exceed
1,000 times the total nunber of congressional districts in this
state. A signature on a nomnating petitionis not valid if
obt ai ned before —Novenber— OCTOBER 1 of the year before the pres-
idential election year in which the individual seeks nom nation.
