(1) Except as otherw se provided in subsection
(2), a person shall not know ngly acquire, receive, or otherw se
transfer a human organ or part of a human organ for val uabl e con-
sideration for any purpose, including but not limted to trans-
pl antation, inplantation, infusion, injection, or other nedical
or scientific purpose. A person who violates this subsection is
guilty of a felony.
