THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 558. (1) —A—<candidate— WHEN filing nom nating peti -
tions or a filing fee for a county, state, national, city, town-
ship, village, or school district office in any election, —at—the
tHre—of—fHtHngthenoemnating—petitions—or—ft+Hngfee— A
CANDI DATE shall file with the officer with whomthe petitions or
fee is filed 2 copies of an affidavit. The affidavit shal
contain the candi date's nane; address; ward and precinct where

registered, if qualified to vote at that election; a statenent
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that the candidate is a citizen of the United States; nunber of
years of residence in the state and county; other information
that nay be required to satisfy the officer as to the identity of
t he candi date; A STATEMENT THAT, AS OF THE DATE OF THE AFFI DAVI T,
ALL STATEMENTS, REPORTS, FILING FEES, LATE FI LI NG FEES, AND FI NES
REQUI RED OF THE CANDI DATE OR ANY CANDI DATE COWM TTEE ORGANI ZED TO
SUPPORT THE CANDI DATE' S ELECTI ON UNDER THE M CHI GAN CAMPAI GN
FI NANCE ACT, 1976 PA 388, MCL 169. 201 TO 169. 282, HAVE BEEN FI LED
OR PAID; and a statenent that the candi date acknow edges t hat
making a false statenment in the affidavit is perjury, punishable
by a fine up to $1,000.00 or inprisonnment for up to 5 years, or
both. If a candidate files the affidavit with an officer other

than the county clerk or secretary of state, the officer shal

i mredi ately forward to the county clerk 1 copy of the affidavit
by first class mail. The county clerk shall inmrediately forward
1 copy of the affidavit for state and national candidates to the

secretary of state by first class nmail. An officer shall not
certify to the board of election conmm ssioners the nanme of a can-
didate who fails to conply with this section.

(2) If petitions or filing fees are filed by or in behalf of
a candidate for nore than 1 office, either national, state,
county, city, village, township, or school district, the terns of
whi ch run concurrently or overlap, the candidate so filing, or in
behal f of whom petitions or fees were so filed, shall select the
1 office to which his or her candidacy is restricted within 3
days after the last day for the filing of petitions or filing

fees unless the petitions or filing fees are filed for 2 offices
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that are conbined or for offices that are not inconpatible.
Failure to nmake the selection disqualifies a candidate with
respect to any office for which petitions or fees were so filed
and the nane of the candidate shall not be printed upon the
ball ot for those offices. A vote cast for that candidate at the
primary or general election ensuing shall not be counted and is
voi d.

Sec. 826. (1) Except as otherw se provided in this subsec-
tion, the board of county canvassers shall determ ne and decl are
the result of the election for county and |l ocal officers, and for
all county and |ocal ballot questions. |If a city or township has
nmore than 5 precincts, the board of city or township canvassers
shal | canvass votes for city or township officers and ball ot
guestions. |If a state senatorial or representative district is
| ocated solely within 1 county, the board of county canvassers
shal|l determ ne and declare the result of the election for that
of fice. —Ypon— EXCEPT AS PROVI DED | N SUBSECTI ON (3), UPON maki ng
the determ nation under this subsection, the board of county can-
vassers shall prepare a certificate of determ nation and deliver
the properly certified certificate of determnation to the county
clerk. —n—adeit+oen— EXCEPT AS PROVIDED I N SUBSECTION (3), if
the determnation relates to a state senatorial or representative
district located solely wwthin 1 county, the board of county can-
vassers shall ALSO deliver the properly certified certificate of
determ nation to the board of state canvassers.

(2) Upon receipt of a properly certified certificate of

determ nation froma board of county canvassers pursuant to
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subsection (1), the county clerk shall file the certificate in
his or her office. The county clerk nmay cause a statenent of the
total county or district votes cast for the various candi dates
and the total vote cast for and against the various ballot ques-
tions at the election to be published in at | east 1 newspaper
printed or circulated in that county. The county clerk shal
i mredi ately execute and deliver to the persons decl ared el ect ed,
a properly certified certificate of election.

(3) THE BOARD OF COUNTY CANVASSERS SHALL NOT PREPARE A CER-

Sec. 841. (1) The board of state canvassers shall canvass
the returns and determine the result of all elections for elec-
tors of president and vice-president of the United States, state

officers, United States senators, representatives in congress,
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circuit judges, state senators and representatives elected by a
district that is located in nore than 1 county, and other offi-
cers as required by law. The board of state canvassers shal
al so determne the result of an election on a proposed anendnent
to the constitution or on any other ballot question that has been
subm tted, pursuant to law, to the qualified and registered el ec-
tors of this state at large for ratification or rejection.
—Ypoen— EXCEPT AS PROVI DED | N SUBSECTI ON (3), UPON making the
determ nation, the board of state canvassers shall imrediately
prepare a certificate of determ nation and deliver the properly
certified certificate of determnation to the secretary of
state.

(2) Upon receipt of a properly certified certificate of
determ nation froma board of county canvassers pursuant to
section 826, the board of state canvassers, at its next neeting,
shall record the results of the county canvass contained in the
certificate.

(3) THE BOARD OF STATE CANVASSERS SHALL NOT PREPARE A CER-

Sec. 933. A person who nakes a false affidavit or swears
fal sely while under oath UNDER SECTI ON 826(3) OR 841(3) OR for
t he purpose of securing registration, for the purpose of voting
at an election, or for the purpose of qualifying as a candi date

for elective office under section 558 is guilty of perjury.
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
