Sec. 676a. (1) Except as otherw se provided in this sec-
tion, a person, firm or corporation who sells or offers for
sale, or displays or attenpts to display for sale, goods, wares,
produce, fruit, vegetables, or nerchandise within the
right-of-way of a highway outside of the corporate limts of a
city or village, or wwthin the right-of-way of a state trunk |ine
hi ghway, is responsible for a civil infraction.

(2) This section does not interfere with a permanently
est abl i shed business that, as of Septenber 27, 1957, was | ocated

on or partially on private property or grant to the owner of that
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busi ness additional rights or authority that the owner did not
possess on Septenber 27, 1957, or dimnish the legal rights or
duties of the authority having jurisdiction of the right-of-way.

(3) I'n conjunction wth the exenption granted by federal |aw
fromthe restrictions contained in section 111 of title 23 of the
