THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 32. (1) Fromthe state school aid fund appropriation
in section 11, there is allocated each fiscal year for 1999-2000
and for 2000-2001 an anpbunt not to exceed $5, 000, 000.00 for com
petitive grants under this section to eligible districts AND TO
PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEM ES LOCATED W THI N ELI G BLE DI STRI CTS f or
pil ot reading inprovenent prograns for pupils in grades Kto 3.

(2) To be eligible for a grant under this section, a dis-
trict must have HAD at |east 1,500 pupils in nmenbership IN
1998-99, and at | east 8% of the pupils —enroted— | N MEMBERSHI P
in the district IN 1998-99 nust have been determ ned to have a

specific learning disability according to R 340.1713 of the
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M chi gan adm ni strative code, AS DETERM NED I N THE DECEMBER 1
1998 HEAD COUNT REQUI RED UNDER THE | NDI VI DUALS W TH DI SABI LI Tl ES
EDUCATI ON ACT, TITLE VI OF PUBLI C LAW91-230. FOR A PUBLIC
SCHOOL ACADEMY TO BE ELI G BLE FOR A GRANT UNDER THI S SECTI ON, THE
PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY MUST BE LOCATED IN A DI STRI CT THAT IS ELI -
G BLE UNDER THI S SUBSECTI ON.

(3) To qualify for funding under this section, the proposed
readi ng i nprovenent program nust neet all of the foll ow ng:

(a) The program shall include assessnent of reading skills
of pupils in grades Kto 3 to identify those pupils who are read-
i ng bel ow grade | evel and nust provi de special readi ng assi stance

for these pupils.

(b) The program shall be a research-based structured reading
program

(c) The program shall include continuous assessnment of
pupi s and individualized education plans for pupils.

(d) The program shall align |learning resources to state
st andards.

(4) A reading inprovenent programreceiving funding under
this section may be conducted outside of regular school hours or
out side the regul ar school cal endar.

(5) To conpete for a grant under this section, a district OR
PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY shall apply to the superintendent of public
instruction not |ater than Decenber 1, 1999 in the form and
manner prescribed by the superintendent of public instruction.
The departnent shall nake applications available for this purpose

not | ater than October 15, 1999. A district OR PUBLI C SCHOOL
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ACADEMY shall include in its application a projected budget for
t he readi ng assi stance prograns. The superintendent of public
instruction shall approve or disapprove applications and notify
the applying district OR PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY of that deci sion
not |ater than February 1, 2000. Priority in awarding grants
shal |l be given to prograns that focus on accel erating student
achi evenent on a cost-effective basis and reduci ng the percentage
of pupils identified as |earning disabl ed.

(6) Not nore than 25% of the total allocation under this
section may be paid to any 1 particular district OR PUBLI C SCHOOL
ACADEMY. The departnent shall ensure that the districts AND
PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEM ES receiving grants are geographically

di verse
(7) Adistrict OR PUBLIC SCHOOL ACADEMY receiving funds
under this section shall use the funds for reading inprovenent

prograns described in subsection (3). A district OR PUBLIC
SCHOCL ACADEMY receiving funds under this section shall provide
at least a 25% 1 ocal match fromlocal resources. This matching
requi renent may be satisfied through in-kind services.

(8 Fromthe funding allocated under this section, at |east
$250, 000. 00 shall be used for grants to districts OR PUBLIC
SCHOCL ACADEM ES for reading recovery progranms. A district OR
PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY receiving a grant under this subsection
shall use the funds to inplenent the reading recovery curricul um
for the first time in 1 or nore of grades Kto 3 in 1 or nore

school buil di ngs.
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(9) A DI STRICT OR PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY RECEI VI NG FUNDS
UNDER THI S SECTI ON MAY CARRY SOVE OR ALL OF THOSE FUNDS OVER TO
THE NEXT SCHOOL FI SCAL YEAR AND MAY EXPEND SOVE OR ALL OF THOSE
FUNDS I N THE NEXT SCHOOL FI SCAL YEAR

(10) 99— Funding to districts AND PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEM ES
under this section for 1999-2000 is intended to be for the first
of 4 years of funding and funding to districts AND PUBLI C SCHOOL
ACADEM ES under this section for 2000-2001 is intended to be for
t he second of 4 years of funding.

(11) 36— A district OR PUBLI C SCHOOL ACADEMY recei ving
—funeing— FUNDS under this section shall report to the depart-
ment, in the formand manner prescribed by the departnment, on the
results achieved by the reading i nprovenent program This report
shal | include a description of how pupils' reading skills are
assessed and evaluated. Not |ater than Septenber 1, 2000, and

annual ly thereafter, the department shall submt a report to the

| egi sl ature and the senate and house fiscal agencies detailing
the results of the pilot reading inprovenent prograns. It is the
intent of the legislature that further funding for special read-
ing prograns will reflect the results achieved in these pil ot
pr ogr ans.

(12) AS USED IN THI' S SECTION, "D STRI CT" DOES NOT | NCLUDE A
PUBLI C SCHOCL ACADEMY.
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
