THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:
Sec. 7. Funds shall be distributed to the several county
treasurers by the —auditor—general—by warrant—on—the— state trea-
surer based on vouchers drawn by the board of trustees. The

funds —so— distributed shall be credited by the county treasurer

to a county veterans’ trust fund —— and shall be disbursed by

the county treasurer on vouchers drawn by the county clerk based

on orders filed by the county or district commttee. Allocations
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to district commttees shall be distributed to the several county
treasurers of the counties conposing the district. —Satrd— THE
veterans’ trust fund shall be covered by the official bond of the
county treasurer

Sec. 8. The —several— county and district conmttees shal
be governed by the rules and regul ations of the state board of
trustees. The board of trustees, the —several— veteran county or
district conmttees, and the —several— county treasurers shall be
subject to audit —bythe—auditor—general— in the sanme manner as
provi ded under the accounting |laws of —the— TH S state for state

departnments and counti es.
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
