Sec. 227. (1) The departnent shall establish, operate, and
mai ntai n parking for state buildings and facilities operated by
t he depart nment.

ONLY RELOCATE OR REASSI GN A STATE EMPLOYEE TO THE NEW PARKI NG

(6) The fees, penalties, and fines collected under this sec-
tion shall be credited to the state general fund.

(7) The departnent shall pronul gate rul es pursuant to sec-
tion 131(2) relative to the operation of the state operated park-
ing facilities. The rules shall provide for the assessnment of
penalties and fines, for the renoval of vehicles, and for a

gri evance process.
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
