THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:

Sec. 3406k. (1) An expense-incurred hospital, nmedical, or
surgical policy or certificate delivered, issued for delivery, or
renewed in this state that provides coverage for energency health
services and a health mai ntenance organi zati on contract shal
provi de coverage for nedically necessary services provided to an
insured for the sudden onset of a medical condition that
mani fests itself by signs and synptons of sufficient severity,

i ncludi ng severe pain, such that the absence of imedi ate nedica
attention could reasonably be expected to result in serious

jeopardy to the individual's health or to a pregnancy in the case
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of a pregnant woman, serious inpairnent to bodily functions, or
serious dysfunction of any bodily organ or part. An insurer
shall not require a physician to transfer a patient before the
physi ci an determ nes that the patient has reached the point of
stabilization. An insurer shall not deny paynment for emnergency
health services up to the point of stabilization provided to an
i nsured under this subsection because of either of the
fol | ow ng:

(a) The final diagnosis.

(b) Prior authorization was not given by the insurer before

energency health services were provided.

(2) As used in this section, "stabilization" means the point

at which no material deterioration of a condition is |ikely,
Wi t hin reasonabl e nedical probability, to result fromor occur

during transfer of the patient.
