A bill to designate March 31 of each year as Cesar E. Chavez
day in the state of Mchigan; to designate July 14 of each year
as President Gerald R Ford day in the state of Mchigan; and to
designate July 30 of each year as Henry Ford day in the state of
M chi gan.

THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:

Sec. 1. (1) The |l egislature recognizes the fundanent al
contribution that Cesar E. Chavez nmade to this nation by
organi zing farmworkers to canpaign for safe and fair worKking
condi tions, reasonabl e wages, decent housing, and the outlaw ng
of child labor. Cesar E. Chavez began working in the fields of
Arizona and California at the age of 10. Profoundly influenced
by these hunbl e begi nni ngs, Chavez enbraced the nonvi ol ent
princi pl es of Mhandas Gandhi and Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., to

crusade agai nst racial and econom c di scrimnation, coordinate
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voter registration drives, and found the united farm workers of
America. In 1994, Chavez was posthunously awarded the
presidential Medal of Freedom the highest honor given to
civilians by the United States governnment. In menory of this
great Anerican, the legislature declares that March 31 of each
year shall be known as "Cesar E. Chavez Day".

(2) The legislature encourages each individual in the great
state of Mchigan to pause on Cesar E. Chavez day and reflect
upon the courage and sacrifice of a man Robert Kennedy once
referred to as "one of the heroic figures of our tine".

Sec. 2. (1) The legislature recognizes the exceptiona
contributions to American life, history, and | eadership nade by
Gerald R Ford, the thirty-eighth president of the United States
and the only United States president from M chigan, who for
decades has served the United States and the state of M chigan.
For much of his Iife, President Ford resided in Gand Rapids. He
attended Sout h high school in Gand Rapids and the university of
M chigan in Ann Arbor. He served with distinction as a nenber of
the United States house of representatives, vice president of the
United States, and president of the United States. Anong
nuner ous ot her awards and honors, President Ford has received the
Medal of Freedom the highest civilian award in the nation, and
t he Congressional CGold Medal for his "dedicated public service
and outstanding humanitarian contributions”. |In comenoration of
the significant role Gerald R Ford has played in the history of
the state of Mchigan and our nation, the |egislature declares

that July 14 of each year shall be known as "President Cerald
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R Ford Day".

During nost of his |ife, Henry Ford resided in
Dear born. He pioneered industrial nmass production nethods and
made an autonobile that was affordable for his workers. The Ford
not or conpany debuted the Mddel T in 1908; by 1918, fully half of
all cars sold in Anerica were Model Ts. |In 1910, Ford opened a
| arge autonobile factory in Hi ghland Park; |ater, he introduced
t he noving assenbly line. This innovation reduced costs,

i ncreased production, and revol utionized industrial manufacturing
in the United States and abroad. In honor of the significant
role Henry Ford has played in the history of the state of

M chigan and the United States, the |egislature declares that
July 30 of each year shall be known as "Henry Ford Day".
