THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:

Sec. 53. (1) Al regular drivers and substitute drivers of
school buses transporting passengers and pupil transportation
vehi cl es used for the regularly schedul ed transportation of
passengers to and from hone shall, at a m ninum neet the
foll ow ng qualifications:

(a) The requirenents of sections 49 and 51.

(b) For a school bus or pupil transportation vehicle
operating in intrastate transportation, the annual physical
requirenents for school bus and pupil transportation vehicle

drivers as authorized by the superintendent of public
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instruction. |In neeting these physical requirenments, the driver
shal | be exam ned by a |icensed physician, —er— physicians'
assistant, or certified nurse practitioner and shall present the
—physietan-s— nedical certificate to the enpl oyer

(c) An enpl oyer who has reason to believe that a driver is
not physically qualified to drive may require a physica
exam nation for that driver in accordance w th subdivision (b) at
nore frequent intervals. |If an enployer requests a physica
exam nation under this subdivision, the enployer shall indicate
in witing what physical inpairment covered under the
requi renents of subdivision (b) the driver is to be exam ned for
and shall only be entitled to that portion of the exam nation
results —which— that pertain to that inpairnent. An exam nation
requested by the enployer under this subdivision shall be paid
for by the enployer.

(d) A copy of the —phystietan-s— nedical certificate for a
driver shall be carried by that driver while he or she is
operating a school bus or pupil transportation vehicle.

(2) A record of each enpl oyed school bus or pupi
transportation vehicle driver, including a copy of his or her
—physietran-s— nedical certificate, departnent of education
certification, driver license, certificate of road test
application for enploynent, and any other information that
relates to driver qualification or ability to safely drive a
school bus or pupil transportation vehicle, shall be nmaintained
in the enployer's adm nistrative office.

(3) A school shall submit transportation safety rel ated
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docunents, such as driver qualification records, and vehicle
mai nt enance records upon request for inspection and copying to
notor carrier officers or vehicle inspectors of the departnent of
state police.

(4) Upon receipt of an application froma person for the
position of school bus driver or pupil transportation vehicle
driver, a school shall request fromthe departnent of state
police a background check to determ ne whether the person was
convicted of any of the follow ng offenses:

(a) Cimnal sexual conduct in any degree.

(b) Assault with intent to conmt crimnal sexual conduct.

(c) An attenpt to commt crimnal sexual conduct in any
degr ee.

(d) Felonious assault on a child, child abuse, or cruelty,
torture, or indecent exposure involving a child.

(e) Aviolation of section 145c of the M chigan penal code,
1931 PA 328, MCL 750. 145c.

(5) A person shall not snoke on a school bus or pupi

transportation vehicle.

(6) A person shall not possess or consune al coholic |iquor or
a controll ed substance on a school bus or pupil transportation
vehi cl e.

(7) This section does not require new or additional third
party reinbursenent or worker's conpensation benefits for
servi ces rendered.
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
