THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF M CHI GAN ENACT:

Sec. 151d. (1) The juror conpensation reinbursenent fund is
created in the state treasury. The noney in the fund shall be
used as provided in section 151e.

(2) The state treasurer shall credit to the juror
conpensati on rei nbursenent fund deposits of proceeds fromthe
collection of driver license clearance fees as provided in
section 321a(11) of the M chigan vehicle code, 1949 PA 300,

MCL 257.321a, and deposits of proceeds fromthe coll ection of

jury demand fees as provided in sections 2529(1)(c) and 8371(9),
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and shall credit all income frominvestnent credited to the fund
by the state treasurer. The state treasurer may invest noney in
the fund in any manner authorized by |law for the investnent of
state noney. However, an investnent shall not interfere with any
apportionnent, allocation, or paynment of noney as required by
section 151le. The state treasurer shall credit to the fund all
i ncome earned as a result of an investnent of noney in the fund.
—Fhe— Except as provided in subsection (3), the unencunbered
bal ance remaining in the fund at the end of a fiscal year shal
remain in the fund and shall not revert to the general fund.

(3) For the state fiscal year ending Septenber 30, 2005 only,
$4, 000, 000. 00 of the unencunbered bal ance remaining in the fund
at the end of that fiscal year shall be transferred by the state
treasurer to the general fund.

Sec. 15l1le. (1) The noney in the juror conpensation
rei mbursenment fund shall be distributed each year as provided in
this section.

(2) Each court funding unit shall submt a report
sem annual ly to the state court adm nistrator, for each court for
which it is a funding unit, giving the total anount of the
expense incurred during the fiscal year by that funding unit due

to the increase in the statutory m ni num conpensation rate for

jurors that took effect COctober 1, 2003, pursuant to
section 1344. |If any of the juror conpensation paynents nmade by
that court funding unit were in excess of the statutory m ni num

anount prescribed in section 1344, the report also shall include

the total ampunt paid to jurors in excess of that statutory
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(3) Each year, the state court admi nistrator, at the
direction of the suprene court and upon confirmation by the state
treasurer of the total anount available in the fund, shal
distribute fromthe fund the anmpbunt prescribed in
subsection (4). However, reinbursenments under this subsection
are subject to both of the foll ow ng:

(a) —Fhe— For fiscal years beginning after Septenber 30,
2004, the state court adm nistrator shall be reinbursed
sem annually fromthe fund for reasonable costs associated with
the adm nistration of this section, not to exceed —either—ofthe
followng:

(b) I'f the anpbunt available in the fund in any fiscal year is
nore than the anobunt needed to pay the entire rei mbursenent
required for all court funding units under subsection (4),
subj ect to section 151d(3) for the fiscal year ending Septenber
30, 2005, the unencunbered bal ance shall be carried forward to
the next fiscal year and shall not revert to the general fund.

(4) Each court funding unit is entitled to receive
rei mbursenent fromthe fund for the expense anmount reported under
subsection (2) for the preceding 6 nonths, excluding any juror
conpensation in excess of the statutory m ni mum

(5) Paynents fromthe fund shall be nade every 6 nonths.
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Rei mbur sement for each 6-nonth period beginning with the quarter
t hat ends March 31, 2004 shall be nade fromthe fund not |ater
than 2 nonths after the end of the 6-nonth period.

(6) In addition to the amounts to be paid out under
subsection (5) for the 6-nonth period ending March 31, 2004 and
for the 6-nonth period endi ng Septenber 30, 2004, the state court
adm ni strator shall pay an additional sumequal to 14% of the
paynent due under subsection (5) to each court funding unit.
These 2 extra paynents are intended to offset expenses incurred
by court funding units for costs in adapting to the changes in
the statutory mninumrate for juror conpensation as inplenmented
by —the 2002 anendatery—act—thatarendedseetion—1344— 2002 PA
739.

(7) As used in this section, "court funding unit" neans 1 of
the foll ow ng, as applicable:

(a) For circuit or probate court, the county.

(b) For district court, the district funding unit as that
termis defined in section 8104.

(c) For a municipal court, the city in which the munici pal

court is |ocated.
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
