(f) Prescribe the powers and duties of the enpl oyees,
of ficers, and detectives.

(2) The township board of a township, or the township boards
of adj oi ni ng townshi ps, acting jointly, may contract with the
townshi p board or |egislative body of a township, city, or
village that maintains a police or fire departnment for the
service of the departnent or for the care, naintenance, and
operation of police or fire notor vehicles, apparatus, and
equi pnent by the police or fire departnent of the township, city,
or village, and may contract with the | egislative body of a

village that does not nmamintain a police departnment or does not
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maintain a fire departnment to furnish police or fire protection
to the village.

(3) If a township board, or the township boards of adjoining
t ownshi ps acting jointly, have organized and are maintaining a
police or fire departnment, the board, or boards acting jointly,
may al so contract with townships, villages, or cities that al so
mai ntain a police or fire department or with any other person,
organi zation, or group to provide police or fire apparatus,
equi pnent, or personnel or police or fire protection.

(4) Any of the powers provided in this section, at the
di scretion of the township board, nmay be del egated to a police or
fire or police and fire adm nistrative board established
—pursuant—to— under section 11 or 12.

(5) A township board nay enter into 1 or nore agreenments or
contracts to furnish police or fire protection to a city,

vill age, or other township.
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
