 A bill to amend 1951 PA 51, entitled 
 
"An act to provide for the classification of all public roads,

fund of specific taxes on motor vehicles and motor vehicle fuels;

STREET, INCLUDING THE WORK INCIDENTAL TO THAT OPENING, WIDENING,  5

 (4) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL SUBMIT A WRITTEN REPORT TO THE  19 
 
LEGISLATURE NO LATER THAN 30 DAYS AFTER THE PROGRAM HAS EXPENDED  20 
 
$40,000,000.00. THE REPORT SHALL CONTAIN ALL OF THE FOLLOWING: 21

FISCAL YEAR NO LATER THAN 30 DAYS AFTER THE REPORT REQUIRED UNDER  2
