This state hereby adopts the following provisions1

of title 49 of the code of federal regulations on file with the2

office of the secretary of state except where modified by this act,3

to provide for the safe transportation of persons, with the intent4

of following the policies and procedures of the United States5

department of transportation as they relate to title 49 of the code6

of federal regulations and the North American standard inspection7

uniform driver/vehicle inspection out of service criteria and8

inspection procedures: Motor carrier safety regulations, being 499
