Sec. 1. As used in this act:

(a) "AED' nmeans automated external defibrillator.

(b) "Departnent” neans the departnent of conmunity health.

(c) "Person”

means an individual, partnership, corporation,

associ ation, governnmental entity, or other |legal entity.

(d) "Health

center, studio, salon, or club. A health club does not include a
hotel or notel that provides physical fitness equi pment or
activities, an organization solely offering training or facilities
for an individual sport, or a weight reduction center.

Sec. 2. Beginning 1 year after the effective date of this act,
the owner or operator of a health club shall do all of the
fol |l ow ng:

(a) Enploy at least 1 individual who has satisfactorily
conpleted a course or courses in basic first aid, basic
cardi opul nonary resuscitation, and AED use taught by the American
red cross, the American heart association, or an equival ent
organi zati on approved by the departnent.

(b) Have avail able on the prem ses of the health club an AED
depl oyed in a manner that provides obvious and ready accessibility
to staff, nenbers, and guests.

(c) Devel op and inplenent an energency plan to address
ener gency services, when needed, during operational hours at the
heal t h cl ub.

Sec. 3. (1) A person, including, but not limted to, a health
cl ub owner, operator, or enployee, does not have a duty to render
energency service to an individual using an AED that a health club
has on the prem ses.

(2) This act does not limt the applicability of 1963 PA 17,
MCL 691. 1501 to 691. 1507.

Sec. 4. A person who violates this act is responsible for a
state civil infraction and shall be ordered to pay a civil fine as

foll ows:
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(a) Not nmore than $250.00 for a first of fense.
(b) Not nore than $500.00 for a second of f ense.
(c) Not more than $1,000.00 for a third or subsequent offense.
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
