of government, and agricultural interests. 9 
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 (c) Four individuals appointed by the director representing  1 
 
nonagriculture irrigators, the aggregate industry, environmental  2 
 
organizations, and the general public.

department of agriculture, and the department of natural resources.   5 
 
, as nonvoting members who shall serve as information resources to  6 
 
the council.
