COMMISSION ON JUNE 30, 2007 SHALL CONTINUE TO SERVE ON THE  7 
 
COMMISSION: 8 
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 (A) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY  1

APPOINTED UNDER THIS SUBDIVISION SHALL BE FROM A COUNTY WITH A  10 
 
POPULATION OF MORE THAN 500,000 BUT NOT MORE THAN 700,000. 11 
 
 (F) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING A LOCAL HEALTH DEPARTMENT LOCATED  12

 (D) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING THE PROSECUTING ATTORNEYS  9 
 
COORDINATING COUNCIL. 10 
 
 (E) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION. 11 
 
 (F) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING THE MICHIGAN ASSOCIATION OF HOME  12 
 
BUILDERS REMODELORS COUNCIL. 13 
 
 (G) ONE MEMBER REPRESENTING THE EARLY CHILDHOOD INVESTMENT  14 
 
CORPORATION. 15 
 
 (3) ON AND AFTER THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS SECTION, THE TERM  16 
 
OF OFFICE OF INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION, EXCEPT THOSE  17 
 
APPOINTED TO FILL VACANCIES, EXPIRES 3 YEARS AFTER APPOINTMENT ON  18 
 
DECEMBER 31 OF THE YEAR IN WHICH THE TERM WILL EXPIRE. MEMBERS ARE  19

 (8) THIS SECTION IS REPEALED EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2010. 15 
 
 SEC. 5479. (1) THE COMMISSION SHALL STUDY THE ENVIRONMENTAL  16 
 
THREATS OF LEAD POISONING TO CHILDREN'S HEALTH, REVIEW THIS STATE'S  17 
 
LEAD POISONING PREVENTION PROGRAM, EVALUATE THE EFFECTIVENESS OF  18

 (D) ASSURE STATE INTERAGENCY AS WELL AS PUBLIC AND PRIVATE  9 
 
COOPERATION AND COMMUNICATION REGARDING RESOLUTION OF THIS COMPLEX  10

THE RECOMMENDATIONS UNDER SUBSECTION (2), TO THE GOVERNOR AND THE  14 
 
LEGISLATURE BY MARCH 31, 2008 AND ANNUALLY THEREAFTER BY MARCH 31  15
