 (A) "AREA MEDIAN INCOME" MEANS THE MEDIAN INCOME FOR THE AREA  5 
 
AS DETERMINED UNDER SECTION 8 OF THE UNITED STATES HOUSING ACT OF  6 
 
1937, 42 USC 1437F, ADJUSTED FOR FAMILY SIZE. 7

PROPERTY CERTIFIED AS SUPPORTIVE HOUSING PROPERTY IS LOCATED MAY  25 
 
APPEAL THE AUTHORITY'S DETERMINATION TO THE CIRCUIT COURT OF THE  26 
 
COUNTY IN WHICH THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED. 27

 (3) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (2), THE AUTHORITY SHALL CERTIFY  17 
 
PROPERTY AS SUPPORTIVE HOUSING PROPERTY ON A FIRST-COME, FIRST- 18 
 
SERVED BASIS. 19
