PROPERTY CERTIFIED AS SUPPORTIVE HOUSING PROPERTY IS LOCATED MAY  24 
 
APPEAL THE AUTHORITY'S DETERMINATION TO THE CIRCUIT COURT OF THE  25 
 
COUNTY IN WHICH THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED. 26 
 
 (3) THE AUTHORITY SHALL CERTIFY PROPERTY AS SUPPORTIVE HOUSING  27 
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PROPERTY ON A FIRST-COME, FIRST-SERVED BASIS. HOWEVER, NOT MORE  1 
 
THAN 25% OF THE NUMBER OF LIVING UNITS THAT MAY BE CERTIFIED AS  2 
 
SUPPORTIVE HOUSING PROPERTY FOR A YEAR CAN BE IN A SINGLE COUNTY.  3 
 
IF BY OCTOBER 1 OF THAT YEAR THE TOTAL NUMBER OF LIVING UNITS FOR  4 
 
THAT YEAR IS LESS THAN THE 250 LIVING UNITS AUTHORIZED IN  5 
 
SUBSECTION (1), THE AUTHORITY MAY CERTIFY LIVING UNITS ON A FIRST- 6 
 
COME, FIRST-SERVED BASIS IN COUNTIES THAT RECEIVED 25% OF THE  7 
 
LIVING UNITS FOR THAT YEAR. 8
