(1) Upon written request, the department may provide  1 
 
to an individual documentation stating that the individual is not  2 
 
named in a central registry case as the perpetrator of child abuse  3 
 
or child neglect. The written request required under this section  4 
 
shall include the individual's affirmation that he or she is  5 
 
employed by, volunteers at, is applying for employment in, or is  6 
 
seeking to volunteer in a child care center, child caring  7 
 
institution, or child placing agency.
