 Sec. 112. (1) "ALTERNATIVE ENERGY VEHICLE" MEANS AN  1 
 
ALTERNATIVE ENERGY VEHICLE AS DEFINED UNDER SECTION 2 OF THE  2 
 
MICHIGAN NEXT ENERGY AUTHORITY ACT, 2002 PA 593, MCL 207.822. 3 
 
 (2) (1) "Appropriation" means the legislative authorization  4 
 
for expenditure or obligation of money from a state operating fund. 5 
 
 (3) (2) "Appropriations committees" means the appropriations  6 
 
committee of the senate and the appropriations committee of the  7 
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house of representatives.  1 
 
 (4) (3) "Board" means the state administrative board. 2 
 
 (5) (4) "Budget act" means an act containing appropriations  3 
 
which THAT form a portion of the state's annual budget. 4 
 
 Sec. 115. (1) "Institution of higher education" means a state  5 
 
supported 4-year college or university. 6 
 
 (2) "JCOS" means the joint capital outlay subcommittee of the  7 
 
appropriations committees.

 (3) "LEED" MEANS THE LEADERSHIP IN ENERGY AND ENVIRONMENTAL  9

GREEN BUILDING COUNCIL. 11 
 
 (4) (3) Except as used in sections 284 to 292, "record" means  12 
 
a public record as defined in section 2 of the freedom of  13 
 
information act, 1976 PA 442, MCL 15.232. 14 
 
 (5) (4) "State agency" means a department, board, commission,  15 
 
office, agency, authority, or other unit of state government. State  16 
 
agency does not include an institution of higher education or a  17 
 
community college or, for purposes of article 2 or 3, the  18 
 
legislative branch of government. For purposes of article 2 or 3,  19 
 
except for those sections pertaining to the authorization,  20 
 
planning, construction, and funding of a capital outlay project,  21 
 
including construction of a facility to house offices or functions  22 
 
necessary for operation of the judicial branch of government, state  23 
 
agency does not include the judicial branch of government.

 Sec. 305. (1) "Total state spending" means the sum of state  5 
 
operating fund expenditures, not including transfers between funds. 6 
 
 (2) "Total state spending from state sources" means the sum of  7 
 
state operating fund expenditures not including transfers between  8 
 
funds, federal aid, and restricted local and private sources of  9 
 
financing. 10 
 
 (3) "Transfer payments" means THAT TERM as defined by the  11 
 
bureau of economic analysis of the United States department of  12 
 
commerce or its successor. 13 
 
 (4) "Unit of local government" means unit of local government  14 
 
as defined in section 115(5). 15 
 
 Sec. 404. (1) "Revenues" means the increases in the net  16 
 
current assets of a fund other than from expenditure refunds and  17 
 
residual equity transfers. 18 
 
 (2) "Revolving fund" means a self-supporting fund which THAT  19 
 
provides services or sells goods to state agencies, other  20 
 
governmental jurisdictions, or the public. 21 
 
 (3) "Unencumbered balance" means that portion of an  22 
 
appropriation not yet expended and encumbered. 23 
 
 (4) "Unexpended balance" means that portion of an  24 
 
appropriation not yet expended. 25 
 
 (5) "Unit of local government" means unit of local government  26 
 
as defined by section 115(5). 27 
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 (5) (6) "Work project" means a 1-time nonrecurring undertaking  1 
 
for the purpose of accomplishing an objective contained in specific  2 
 
line-item appropriation for that purpose or any other specific  3 
 
line-item appropriation designated as a work project by law under  4 
 
criteria established under section 451a(1). 5 
 
 Enacting section 1. This amendatory act does not take effect  6 
 
unless House Bill No. 5121 of the 94th Legislature is enacted into  7 
 
law.
