 Whereas, These waters provide recreational opportunities that are both fun and 
educational; and 
 Whereas, It is our duty as global citizens to defend Earth’s natural resources and preserve 
them for our children and grandchildren; and 
 Whereas, National River Cleanup Week will provide an opportunity for the citizens of 
Michigan to contribute their part in defending these precious resources; now, therefore, be it 
 Resolved by the House of Representatives, That the members of this legislative body 
hereby designate the first week in June 2008 as National River Cleanup Week in the state of 
Michigan.
