TITLE 1 
 

 An act to provide for fair and open competition in  2 
 
governmental construction contracts, grants, tax abatements, and  3 
 
tax credits; to prohibit requirements for certain terms in  4 
 
government contracts; and contracts supported through government  5 
 
grants and tax subsidies and abatements; to prohibit expenditure of  6 
 
public funds under certain conditions; to prohibit certain terms in  7 
 
procurement documents for certain expenditures involving public  8 
 
facilities; and to provide for powers and duties of certain public  9 
 
officers, employees, and contractors.

 SEC. 2. THE LEGISLATURE INTENDS THIS ACT TO PROVIDE FOR MORE  1

 Sec. 13. This act does not do either of the following: 8 
 
 (a) Prohibit employers or other parties from entering into  9 
 
agreements or engaging in any other activity protected by the  10 
 
national labor relations act, 29 USC 151 to 169. 11 
 
 (b) Interfere with labor relations of parties that are  12 
 
protected LEFT UNREGULATED under the national labor relations act,  13 
 
29 USC 151 to 169. 14
