guidelines recommended range for the minimum sentence has an upper limit of more than  9

Counties are responsible for curfew  4 
 
monitor equipment installation and service. For an additional fee as determined by the  5 
 
department, the department shall provide staff to install and service the equipment.  6 
 
Counties are responsible for the coordination and apprehension of program violators. 7 
 
 (5) Any county with curfew monitor charges outstanding over 60 days shall be  8 
 
considered in violation of the community curfew monitor program agreement and lose  9 
 
access to the program.

 (c) Implement a specialized re-entry program that recognizes the needs of  16 
 
prisoners less than 18 years old for supervised re-entry.

 Sec. 5-942. The department shall ensure that any contract with a public or  18 
 
private party to operate a facility to house state prisoners includes a provision to  19 
 
allow access by both the office of the legislative auditor general and the office of  20 
 
the legislative corrections ombudsman to the facility and to appropriate records and  21 
 
documents related to the operation of the facility. These access rights for both  22 
 
offices shall be the same for the contracted facility as for a general state-operated  23 
 
correctional facility. 24 
 
 
 
MISCELLANEOUS 25 
 
 Sec. 5-1009. The department shall make an information packet for the families  26

process, and guidance on the importance of the role of families in the re-entry  8 
 
process. The department is encouraged to partner with external advocacy groups and  9 
 
actual families of prisoners in the packet-writing process to ensure that the  10 
 
information is useful and complete.

The department shall maintain, on a publicly accessible website, a  10 
 
department scorecard that identifies, tracks and regularly updates key metrics that  11 
 
are used to monitor and improve the agency’s performance. 12 
 
 
 
DEPARTMENTWIDE ADMINISTRATION 13 
 
 Sec. 9-307. (1) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for demonstration  14 
 
projects, $400,000.00 shall be distributed as provided in subsection (2). The amount  15 
 
distributed under this subsection shall not exceed 50% of the total operating expenses  16 
 
of the program described in subsection (2), with the remaining 50% paid by local  17 
 
United Way organizations and other nonprofit organizations and foundations.

 Sec. 9-317. From the additional funds appropriated in part 1 for child care  11 
 
licensure from the interdepartmental grant from the department of education, the  12 
 
department of human services shall increase the number of child care licensing  13 
 
consultants and staff. The purpose of the additional staff is to increase the number  14 
 
of monitoring visits to applicants for a child care license and those who are licensed  15 
 
to ensure the health and safety of children in early learning settings across the  16 
 
state.

 (2) The Michigan centers for independent living shall provide a report by March  5 
 
1 of the current fiscal year to the house and senate appropriations subcommittees on  6 
 
the department budget, the house and senate fiscal agencies, the house and senate  7 
 
policy offices, and the state budget office on direct customer and system outcomes and  8 
 
performance measures. 9 
 
 Sec. 9-402. The Michigan rehabilitation services shall work collaboratively  10 
 
with the bureau of services for blind persons, service organizations, and government  11 
 
entities to identify qualified match dollars to maximize use of available federal  12 
 
vocational rehabilitation funds.

From the funds appropriated in part 1 for foster care, the  19 
 
department shall provide 50% reimbursement to Indian tribal governments for foster  20 
 
care expenditures for children who are under the jurisdiction of Indian tribal courts  21 
 
and who are not otherwise eligible for federal foster care cost sharing. 22 
 
 Sec. 9-505. By March 1 of the current fiscal year, the department and Wayne  23 
 
County shall provide to the senate and house appropriations committees on the  24 
 
department budget, the senate and house fiscal agencies and policy offices, and the  25 
 
state budget office a report for youth served in the previous fiscal year and in the  26 
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first quarter of the current fiscal year outlining the number of youth served within  1 
 
each juvenile justice system, the type of setting for each youth, performance  2 
 
outcomes, and financial costs or savings. 3 
 
 Sec. 9-507. The department's ability to satisfy appropriation deducts in part 1  4 
 
for foster care private collections shall not be limited to collections and accruals  5 
 
pertaining to services provided only in the current fiscal year but may include  6 
 
revenues collected during the current fiscal year for services provided in prior  7 
 
fiscal years. 8 
 
 Sec. 9-508. (1) In addition to the amount appropriated in part 1 for children's  9 
 
trust fund grants, money granted or money received as gifts or donations to the  10 
 
children's trust fund created by 1982 PA 249, MCL 21.171 to 21.172, is appropriated  11 
 
for expenditure.

administrators, and school counselors, the number of cases classified under category I  11 
 
or category II and the number of cases classified under category III, category IV, or  12 
 
category V. 13 
 
 (vi) For the reported complaints of child abuse or neglect by teachers, school  14 
 
administrators, and school counselors, the number of cases that resulted in separation  15 
 
of the child from the parent or guardian and the period of time of that separation, up  16 
 
to and including termination of parental rights. 17 
 
 (b) New policies related to children’s protective services including, but not  18 
 
limited to, major policy changes and court decisions affecting the children’s  19 
 
protective services system during the immediately preceding 12-month period. 20 
 
 (c) The information contained in the report required under section 8d(5) of the  21 
 
child protection law, 1975 PA 238, MCL 722.628d, on cases classified under category  22 
 
III. 23 
 
 (d) The department policy, or changes to the department policy, regarding  24 
 
children who have been exposed to the production or manufacture of methamphetamines.

 Sec. 9-515. By March 1 of the current fiscal year, the department shall submit  26 
 
a report to the senate and house appropriations subcommittees on the department  27 
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budget, the senate and house fiscal agencies, the senate and house policy offices, and  1 
 
the state budget office that provides an update on the privatization of child welfare  2 
 
services in Kent County as described in section 515 of article X of 2013 PA 59: and  3 
 
includes all of the following: 4 
 
 (a) Costs or savings that resulted from the program. 5 
 
 (b) Gaps in funding. 6 
 
 (c) Program successes. 7 
 
 (d) Challenges and barriers to a successful implementation. 8 
 
 Sec. 9-522. (1) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for youth in transition,  9 
 
the department shall allocate $750,000.00 for college scholarships through the  10 
 
fostering futures scholarship program in the Michigan education trust to youths who  11 
 
were in foster care because of child abuse or neglect and are attending a college  12 
 
located in this state. Of the funds appropriated, 100% shall be used to fund  13 
 
scholarships for the youths described in this section. 14 
 
 (2) Not later than March 1 of the current fiscal year, the department shall  15 
 
provide a report to the house and senate appropriations subcommittees on the  16 
 
department budget, the house and senate fiscal agencies, and the house and senate  17 
 
policy offices that includes the number of youths who received scholarships and the  18 
 
amount of each scholarship, and the total amount of funds spent or encumbered in the  19 
 
current fiscal year. 20

purpose of meeting TANF eligibility reporting requirements. 9 
 
 Sec. 9-524. As a condition of receiving funds appropriated in part 1 for strong  10 
 
families/safe children, counties must submit the service spending plan to the  11 
 
department by October 1 of the current fiscal year for approval. The department shall  12 
 
approve the service spending plan within 30 calendar days after receipt of a properly  13 
 
completed service spending plan. 14 
 
 Sec. 9-526. From the funds appropriated in part 1 for foster care payments and  15 
 
related administrative costs, the department may implement the federally approved  16 
 
title IV-E child welfare waiver demonstration project.

 (f) Other strategies undertaken to improve implementation. 6 
 
 Sec. 9-546. (1) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for foster care payments  7 
 
and from child care fund, the department shall pay providers of foster care services  8 
 
not less than a $37.00 administrative rate. 9 
 
 (2) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for foster care payments and from  10 
 
child care fund, the department shall pay providers of general independent living  11 
 
services not less than a $28.00 administrative rate. 12 
 
 (3) From the funds appropriated in part 1, the department shall pay providers  13 
 
of independent living plus services statewide per diem rates for staff-supported  14 
 
housing and host-home housing based on proposals submitted in response to a  15 
 
solicitation for pricing. The independent living plus program provides staff-supported  16 
 
housing and services for foster youth ages 16 through 19 who, because of their  17 
 
individual needs and assessments, are not initially appropriate for general  18 
 
independent living foster care. 19 
 
 (4) If required by the federal government to meet title IV-E requirements,  20 
 
providers of foster care services shall submit expenditure reports to the department  21 
 
to identify actual costs of providing foster care services. 22

(1) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for foster care payments,  7 
 
$2,500,000.00 is allocated to support performance-based contracts with child placing  8 
 
agencies to facilitate the licensure of relative caregivers as foster parents.  9 
 
Agencies shall receive $2,300.00 for each facilitated licensure if completed within  10 
 
180 days after a child’s placement or, if a waiver was previously approved, 180 days  11 
 
from the application date. If the facilitated licensure, or approved waiver, is  12 
 
completed after 180 days, the agency shall receive up to $2,300.00. The agency  13 
 
facilitating the licensure would retain the placement and continue to provide case  14 
 
management services for at least 50% of the newly licensed cases for which the  15 
 
placement was appropriate to the agency. Up to 50% of the newly licensed cases would  16 
 
have direct foster care services provided by the department. 17 
 
 (2) From the funds appropriated for foster care payments, $375,000.00 is  18 
 
allocated to support family incentive grants to private and community-based foster  19 
 
care service providers to assist with home improvements or payment for physical exams  20 
 
for applicants needed by foster families to accommodate foster children. 21 
 
 Sec. 9-583. By February 1 of the current fiscal year, the department shall  22 
 
provide to the senate and house appropriations subcommittees on the department budget,  23 
 
the senate and house standing committees on families and human services, the senate  24 
 
and house fiscal agencies and policy offices, and the state budget office a report  25 
 
that includes: 26 
 
 (a) The number and percentage of foster parents that dropped out of the program  27 
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in the previous fiscal year and the reasons the foster parents left the program and  1 
 
how those figures compare to prior fiscal years.

(1) Concurrently with public release, the department shall transmit  5 
 
all reports from the court-appointed settlement monitor, including, but not limited  6 
 
to, the needs assessment and period outcome reporting, to the state budget office, the  7 
 
senate and house appropriations subcommittees on the department budget, and the senate  8 
 
and house fiscal agencies, without revision.

 Sec. 9-602. The department shall establish a policy to conduct a full  23 
 
evaluation of an individual’s assistance needs if the individual has applied for  24 
 
disability 2 times within a 1-year period. 25 
 
 Sec. 9-604. (1) The department shall operate a state disability assistance  26 
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program. Except as provided in subsection (3), persons eligible for this program shall  1 
 
include needy citizens of the United States or aliens exempted from the supplemental  2 
 
security income citizenship requirement who are at least 18 years of age or  3 
 
emancipated minors meeting 1 or more of the following requirements: 4 
 
 (a) A recipient of supplemental security income, social security, or medical  5 
 
assistance due to disability or 65 years of age or older. 6 
 
 (b) A person with a physical or mental impairment which meets federal  7 
 
supplemental security income disability standards, except that the minimum duration of  8 
 
the disability shall be 90 days. Substance abuse alone is not defined as a basis for  9 
 
eligibility. 10 
 
 (c) A resident of an adult foster care facility, a home for the aged, a county  11 
 
infirmary, or a substance abuse treatment center. 12 
 
 (d) A person receiving 30-day post residential substance abuse treatment. 13 
 
 (e) A person diagnosed as having acquired immunodeficiency syndrome. 14 
 
 (f) A person receiving special education services through the local  15 
 
intermediate school district. 16 
 
 (g) A caretaker of a disabled person who meets the requirements specified in  17 
 
subdivision (a), (b), (e), or (f). 18 
 
 (2) Applicants for and recipients of the state disability assistance program  19 
 
shall be considered needy if they: 20 
 
 (a) Meet the same asset test as is applied for the family independence program. 21 
 
 (b) Have a monthly budgetable income that is less than the payment standards. 22 
 
 (3) Except for a person described in subsection (1)(c) or (d), a person is not  23 
 
disabled for purposes of this section if his or her drug addiction or alcoholism is a  24 
 
contributing factor material to the determination of disability. "Material to the  25 
 
determination of disability" means that, if the person stopped using drugs or alcohol,  26 
 
his or her remaining physical or mental limitations would not be disabling. If his or  27 
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her remaining physical or mental limitations would be disabling, then the drug  1 
 
addiction or alcoholism is not material to the determination of disability and the  2 
 
person may receive state disability assistance. Such a person must actively  3 
 
participate in a substance abuse treatment program, and the assistance must be paid to  4 
 
a third party or through vendor payments. For purposes of this section, substance  5 
 
abuse treatment includes receipt of inpatient or outpatient services or participation  6 
 
in alcoholics anonymous or a similar program. 7 
 
 Sec. 9-605. The level of reimbursement provided to state disability assistance  8 
 
recipients in licensed adult foster care facilities shall be the same as the  9 
 
prevailing supplemental security income rate under the personal care category. 10 
 
 Sec. 9-606. County department offices shall require each recipient of family  11 
 
independence program and state disability assistance who has applied with the social  12 
 
security administration for supplemental security income to sign a contract to repay  13 
 
any assistance rendered through the family independence program or state disability  14 
 
assistance program upon receipt of retroactive supplemental security income benefits. 15 
 
 Sec. 9-607. (1) The department's ability to satisfy appropriation deductions in  16 
 
part 1 for state disability assistance/supplemental security income recoveries and  17 
 
public assistance recoupment revenues shall not be limited to recoveries and accruals  18 
 
pertaining to state disability assistance, or family independence assistance grant  19 
 
payments provided only in the current fiscal year, but may include revenues collected  20 
 
during the current year that are prior year related and not a part of the department’s  21 
 
accrued entries. 22 
 
 (2) The department may use supplemental security income recoveries to satisfy  23 
 
the deduct in any line in which the revenues are appropriated, regardless of the  24 
 
source from which the revenue is recovered. 25 
 
 Sec. 9-608. Adult foster care facilities providing domiciliary care or personal  26 
 
care to residents receiving supplemental security income or homes for the aged serving  27 
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residents receiving supplemental security income shall not require those residents to  1 
 
reimburse the home or facility for care at rates in excess of those legislatively  2 
 
authorized. To the extent permitted by federal law, adult foster care facilities and  3 
 
homes for the aged serving residents receiving supplemental security income shall not  4 
 
be prohibited from accepting third-party payments in addition to supplemental security  5 
 
income provided that the payments are not for food, clothing, shelter, or result in a  6 
 
reduction in the recipient’s supplemental security income payment. 7

be notified not less than 30 days before any proposed reduction in the state  11 
 
supplementation level. 12 
 
 Sec. 9-610. (1) In developing good cause criteria for the state emergency  13 
 
relief program, the department shall grant exemptions if the emergency resulted from  14 
 
unexpected expenses related to maintaining or securing employment. 15 
 
 (2) For purposes of determining housing affordability eligibility for state  16 
 
emergency relief, a group is considered to have sufficient income to meet ongoing  17 
 
housing expenses if their total housing obligation does not exceed 75% of their total  18 
 
net income. 19 
 
 (3) State emergency relief payments shall not be made to individuals who have  20 
 
been found guilty of fraud in regard to obtaining public assistance.

are out-of-state residents or illegal immigrants. 23 
 
 (5) State emergency relief payments for rent assistance shall be distributed  24 
 
directly to landlords and shall not be added to Michigan bridge cards. 25 
 
 Sec. 9-611. The state supplementation level under the supplemental security  26 
 
income program for the living independently or living in the household of another  27 
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categories shall not exceed the minimum state supplementation level as required under  1 
 
federal law or regulations. 2 
 
 Sec. 9-613. The department shall provide reimbursements for the final  3 
 
disposition of indigent persons.

From  7 
 
this amount, total agency appropriations for pension-related legacy costs are  8 
 
estimated at $11,276,300.00. Total agency appropriations for retiree health care  9 
 
legacy costs are estimated at $8,590,600.00.

NATIONAL GUARD TRAINING FACILITIES AND AIR BASES 23

 (2) The department shall operate and maintain army national guard training  2 
 
facilities, including Fort Custer and Camp Grayling. 3

adequacy of air facilities using both quality and functionality criteria. 5 
 
 (4) The department shall operate and maintain air national guard air bases,  6 
 
including Selfridge air national guard base, Battle Creek air national guard base, and  7 
 
Alpena combat readiness training center.

MICHIGAN YOUTH CHALLENGE ACADEMY 9

and report those applications as provided in section 219. 12 
 
 
 
NATIONAL GUARD TUITION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 13

tuition assistance program for members of the Michigan air and army national guard. 15 
 
 (2) The objective of the national guard tuition program is to bolster military  16

veterans affairs health, financial, and memorial benefits to which they are entitled. 22 
 
 (c) Provide sufficient staffing and other resources to approve requests for  23 
 
military discharge certificates (DD-214) annually. 24 
 
 (d) Continue the process to digitize all medical records, military discharge  25 
 
documents, and burial records which are currently on paper and microfilm. 26 
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 (e) Provide a report, as provided under section 219, on the MVAA’s performance  1 
 
on the performance measures, outcomes, and initiatives developed by the agency in the  2 
 
strategic plan required by section 501 of 2013 PA 9. 3 
 
 (f) Provide a report to the subcommittees, senate and house fiscal agencies,  4 
 
and the state budget office no later than April 1 providing for the following: 5 
 
 (i) To the extent known, data on the estimated number of homeless veterans, by  6 
 
county, in the state. 7 
 
 (ii) A summary of the activities and strategies developed to date under the  8 
 
MVAA community assessment and regional service delivery model pilot. 9 
 
 (2) From the funds appropriated in part 1, the MVAA shall provide for the  10 
 
regional coordination of services, as follows: 11 
 
 (a) Regional coordinators shall be selected by the MVAA through a grant  12 
 
agreement with veterans service organizations or by other means. 13 
 
 (b) Regional coordinators shall provide the following services: 14 
 
 (i) Coordinate veteran benefit counselors’ efforts throughout a specified  15 
 
region. 16 
 
 (ii) Coordinate services with the department of human services, the department  17 
 
of community health, and the department of corrections. 18 
 
 (iii) Coordinate with regional workforce and economic development agencies. 19 
 
 (iv) Coordinate activities among local foundations, non-profit organizations,  20 
 
and community groups to improve accessibility, enrollment, and utilization of the  21 
 
array of health care, education, employment assistance, and quality of life services  22 
 
provided at the local level. 23 
 
 (c) The MVAA may work with MVAA service officers, regional coordinators, county  24 
 
veteran counselors, VSO service officers, and other service providers to incorporate  25 
 
the provision of information relating to mental health care resources into their daily  26 
 
operations in order to aid veterans in understanding the mental health care support  27 
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services they may be eligible to receive. 1

support of benefit claims submitted to the USDVA for the health, financial, and  14 
 
memorial benefits for which they are eligible, and shall do the following: 15 
 
 (a) Report the following information as provided in section 219: 16 
 
 (i) The number of benefit claims, by type, submitted to the USDVA by MVAA and  17 
 
coalition partner veteran service officers. 18 
 
 (ii) The number of fully developed claims, submitted to the USDVA, with an  19 
 
overall goal of 40% of benefit claims submitted that are considered fully developed by  20 
 
the USDVA. 21 
 
 (b) Maintain the staffing and resources necessary to process a minimum of 500  22 
 
claims per year. 23 
 
 (4) The MVAA shall maintain staffing and resources necessary to develop and  24 
 
implement a process to ensure that all county counselors receive the training and  25 
 
accreditation necessary to provide quality services to our veterans. The MVAA shall  26 
 
report information as provided in section 219 on the number and percentage of county  27 
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veterans counselors requesting training by the MVAA, with an overall goal of 100% of  1 
 
county veterans counselors requesting training. 2 
 
 (5) From the funds appropriated in part 1 for MVAA operations, the MVAA shall  3 
 
provide grant assistance to enhance the capacity and capabilities of counties in  4 
 
providing benefit claims assistance. These funds shall be used to continue the  5 
 
implementation of an Internet-based data system, to increase the number of county  6 
 
veterans counselors, and to increase the number of counties that provide service to  7 
 
veterans through county veterans counselors.

expenditures to date, number of service hours, number of claims for benefits submitted  12 
 
by type of claim, and other information deemed appropriate by the MVAA. 13 
 
 (b) The number of fully developed claims, by type, submitted to the USDVA by  14 
 
veterans service organizations, with an overall goal of 40% of benefit claims  15 
 
submitted that are considered fully developed by the USDVA. 16 
 
 
 
VETERANS’ TRUST FUND ADMINISTRATION 17 
 
 Sec. 14-407. (1) The Michigan veterans’ trust fund board together with the MVAA  18 
 
shall provide emergency grants for disbursement from the Michigan veterans’ trust  19 
 
fund, as provided under the following program authorities: 20 
 
 (a) Sections 37, 38, and 39 of article IX of the state constitution of 1963. 21 
 
 (b) 1946 (1st Ex Sess) PA 9, MCL 35.602 to 35.610. 22 
 
 (c) R 35.1 to R 35.7 of the Michigan administrative code. 23 
 
 (d) R 35.621 to R 35.623 of the Michigan administrative code. 24 
 
 (2) No later than December 1, the MVAA shall provide a detailed report of the  25 
 
Michigan veterans’ trust fund that includes, for the prior fiscal year, information on  26 
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grants provided from the emergency grant program, including details concerning the  1 
 
methodology of allocations, the selection of emergency grant program authorized  2 
 
agents, a description of how the emergency grant program is administered in each  3 
 
county, and a detailed breakdown of trust fund expenditures for that year, including  4 
 
the amount distributed to each county for administrative costs and emergency grants.  5 
 
The report shall also include the number of approved applications, by category of  6 
 
assistance, and the number of denied applications, by reason of denial. The report  7 
 
shall also provide an update on the department’s efforts to reduce program  8 
 
administrative costs and maintain the Michigan veterans’ trust fund corpus to its  9 
 
original amount of at least $50,000,000.00. 10 
 
 
 
VETERANS’ TRUST FUND GRANTS 11 
 
 Sec. 14-408. (1) The MVAA shall provide a report, as provided under section  12

 (2) The Michigan veterans’ trust fund board together with the agency shall  16 
 
maintain the staffing and resources necessary to process a minimum of 2,000  17 
 
applications for veterans’ trust fund emergency grants. 18 
 
 
 
VETERANS’ HOME 19 
 
 Sec. 14-501. (1) The MVAA and the board of managers shall provide compassionate  20 
 
and quality nursing and domiciliary care services at the Grand Rapids veterans’ and  21 
 
the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes so that members can achieve their highest potential  22 
 
of wellness, independence, and self-worth. 23 
 
 (2) The department shall provide resources necessary to provide adequate  24 
 
nursing care services to veterans in accordance with federal standards and provide the  25 
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results of the annual USDVA survey and certification and as proof of compliance. 1 
 
 (3) Any contractor providing competency evaluated nursing assistants to the  2 
 
Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall ensure that each competency  3 
 
evaluated nursing assistant has at least 1 eight-hour shift of shadowing at the  4 
 
veterans’ homes. 5 
 
 (4) All complaints of abusive or neglectful care at the Grand Rapids and the  6 
 
D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes by a resident member, a resident member’s family or  7 
 
legal guardian, or staff of the veterans’ homes, received by a supervisor shall be  8 
 
referred to the director of nursing upon receipt of such complaint. The director of  9 
 
nursing shall report on not less than a monthly basis, except that the board of  10 
 
managers may specify a more frequent reporting period, to the homes administrator,  11

 (5) The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall provide an  21 
 
on-site, board-certified psychiatrist for all resident members with mental health  22 
 
disorders in order to ensure that those resident members receive needed services in a  23 
 
professional and timely manner. The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’  24 
 
homes shall provide all members and staff a safe and secure environment. 25 
 
 (6) The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall implement  26 
 
controls over its food, maintenance supplies, and medical supplies inventories. 27 
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 (7) The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall implement  1 
 
controls over its pharmaceutical inventory. 2 
 
 (8) The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall establish  3 
 
sufficient controls for calculating resident member maintenance assessments in order  4 
 
to accurately calculate resident member maintenance assessments for each billing  5 
 
cycle.

by bed space available. 4 
 
 (d) The financial status of the Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’  5 
 
homes, including an accounting of post and posthumous funds, donations, and state- 6 
 
appropriated funds. 7 
 
 (e) Information regarding assessments, reassessments, and admissions at the  8 
 
Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobettti veterans’ homes. 9 
 
 (f) The number of volunteer hours at the Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti  10 
 
veterans’ homes. 11 
 
 (g) The Grand Rapids and the D.J. Jacobetti veterans’ homes shall provide to  12 
 
the subcommittees, the senate and house fiscal agencies, and the state budget office  13 
 
the results of any annual or for-cause survey conducted by the USDVA-VHA and any  14 
 
corresponding corrective action plan. This information shall also be made available  15 
 
publicly through the department’s or MVAA’s website.

 (3) Pending expenditure, the funds received under this section shall be  11 
 
deposited in the Michigan department of state publications fund created by section 211  12 
 
of the Michigan vehicle code, 1949 PA 300, MCL 257.211. Funds given, donated, or  13 
 
contributed to the department from a private source are appropriated and allocated for  14 
 
the purpose for which the revenue is furnished. Funds granted to the department from a  15 
 
public source are allocated and may be expended upon receipt. The department shall not  16 
 
accept a gift, donation, contribution, or grant if receipt is conditioned upon a  17 
 
commitment of state funding at a future date. Revenue received from the sale of  18 
 
advertising is appropriated and may be expended upon receipt.

 (7) In addition to the funds appropriated in part 1, there is appropriated from  25 
 
the disaster and emergency contingency fund up to $800,000.00 to cover costs related  26 
 
to any disaster or emergency as defined in the emergency management act, 1976 PA 390,  27 
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MCL 30.401 to 30.421. Funds shall be expended as provided under sections 18 and 19 of  1 
 
the emergency management act, 1976 PA 390, MCL 30.418 and 30.419, and R 30.51 to R  2

 (8) Funds in the disaster and emergency contingency fund shall not be expended  4 
 
unless the state budget director approves the expenditure and the department and the  5 
 
state budget office notify the senate and house appropriations committees.

9 
 
Revenue received under this subsection shall be used for operating costs of the  10 
 
department and for future technology enhancements to state of Michigan e-government  11 
 
initiatives. Funds received under this subsection shall be limited to $250,000.00. Any  12 
 
funds in excess of $250,000.00 shall be deposited in the state general fund. 13 
 
 (2) The department of technology, management and budget may accept gifts,  14 
 
donations, contributions, bequests, and grants of money from any public or private  15 
 
source to assist with the underwriting or sponsorship of state webpages or services  16 
 
offered on those webpages. A private or public funding source may receive recognition  17 
 
in the webpage. The department of technology, management and budget may reject any  18 
 
gift, donation, contribution, bequest, or grant.

Except where specifically appropriated for this purpose, financing  9 
 
from restricted sources shall be credited to the civil service commission. For  10 
 
restricted sources of funding within the general fund that have the legislative  11 
 
authority for carryover, if current spending authorization or revenues are  12 
 
insufficient to accept the charge, the shortage shall be taken from carryforward  13 
 
balances of that funding source. Restricted revenue sources that do not have  14 
 
carryforward authority shall be utilized to satisfy commission operating deducts first  15 
 
and civil service obligations second. General fund dollars are appropriated for any  16 
 
shortfall, pursuant to approval by the state budget director. 17 
 
 Sec. 18-852. The appropriation in part 1 to the civil service commission, for  18 
 
state-sponsored group insurance, flexible spending accounts, and COBRA, represents  19 
 
amounts, in part, included within the various appropriations throughout state  20 
 
government for the current fiscal year to fund the flexible spending account program  21 
 
included within the civil service commission. Deposits against state-sponsored group  22 
 
insurance, flexible spending accounts, and COBRA for the flexible spending account  23 
 
program shall be made from assessments levied during the current fiscal year in a  24 
 
manner prescribed by the civil service commission. Unspent employee contributions to  25 
 
the flexible spending accounts may be used to offset administrative costs for the  26 
 
flexible spending account program, with any remaining balance of unspent employee  27 
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contributions to be lapsed to the general fund. 1

 Sec. 18-864.  The appropriations in part 1 for capital outlay shall be carried  18 
 
forward at the end of the fiscal year consistent with the provisions of section 248 of  19 
 
the management and budget act, 1984 PA 431, MCL 18.1248.

 Sec. 18-865.  (1) A site preparation economic development fund is created in  21 
 
the department of technology, management and budget. As used in this section,  22

A release of funds in part 1 shall  15 
 
not exceed 50% of the total cost of planning and construction of any project, not  16 
 
including lump-sum remodeling and additions and special maintenance, unless otherwise  17 
 
appropriated by the legislature. Further planning and construction of a project  18 
 
authorized by this article or applicable sections of the management and budget act,  19 
 
1984 PA 431, MCL 18.1101 to 18.1594, shall be in accordance with the purpose and scope  20 
 
as defined and delineated in the approved program statements and planning documents.   21 
 
This article is applicable to all projects for which planning appropriations were made  22 
 
in previous acts. 23 
 
 (4) The community college shall take the steps necessary to secure available  24 
 
federal construction and equipment money for projects funded for construction in this  25 
 
article if an application was not previously made. If there is a reasonable  26 
 
expectation that a prior year unfunded application may receive federal money in a  27 
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subsequent year, the college shall take whatever action necessary to keep the  1 
 
application active. 2 
 
 Sec. 18-874. If university and community college matching revenues are received  3 
 
in an amount less than the appropriations for capital projects contained in this  4 
 
article, the state funds shall be reduced in proportion to the amount of matching  5 
 
revenue received. 6 
 
 Sec. 18-875. (1) The director may require that community colleges and  7 
 
universities that have an authorized project listed in part 1 submit documentation  8 
 
regarding the project match and governing board approval of the authorized project not  9 
 
more than 60 days after the beginning the fiscal year. 10 
 
 (2) If the documentation required by the director under subsection (1) is not  11 
 
submitted, or does not adequately authenticate the availability of the project match  12 
 
or board approval of the authorized project, the authorization may terminate. The  13 
 
authorization terminates 30 days after the director notifies the JCOS of the intent to  14 
 
terminate the project unless the JCOS convenes to extend the authorization. 15

 Sec. 20-971. From the revenue collected by the Michigan gaming control board  8 
 
regarding the total annual assessment of each casino licensee, $2,000,000.00 is  9 
 
appropriated and shall be deposited in the compulsive gaming prevention fund as  10 
 
described in section 12a(5) of the Michigan gaming control and revenue act, 1996 IL 1,  11 
 
MCL 432.212a. 12 
 
 Sec. 20-973. (1) Funds appropriated in part 1 for local government programs may  13 
 
be used to provide assistance to a local revenue sharing board referenced in an  14 
 
agreement authorized by the Indian gaming regulatory act, Public Law 100-497.
