SUMMARY:  

 
House Bill 4360 would amend 1988 PA 57, which allows two or more counties, cities, villages, 
or townships to incorporate an authority to provide them with emergency services such as fire 
or police protection or emergency medical services.  
 
Currently, an authority created under the act must have jurisdiction over all territory located 
within the incorporating municipalities. 
 
The bill would allow incorporating municipalities to determine the territory to be served by an 
emergency service authority, which would remain limited to territory inside the municipalities 
but could include portions of municipalities.

FISCAL IMPACT:  
 

The bill would have no direct fiscal impact on local units of government or the state.  The 
provisions of the bill are permissive. Any change to how two or more municipalities 
incorporate an authority for providing emergency services and the territory covered by the 
emergency services would be at the discretion of the incorporating municipalities.
