(4) (3) The amount of the penalty stipulated may be deducted 18 

from a sum the state owes the person charged or may be recovered in 19 

a civil action in the Ingham county County circuit court. 20 

(5) (4) A person who willfully and knowingly defaces, damages, 21 

removes, or destroys a pipeline sign or right-of-way marker 22 

required by this act is guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by 23 

imprisonment for not more than 1 year , or by a fine of not more 24 

than $5,000.00, or both, for each offense. 25 

(6) As used in this section, "Consumer Price Index" means the 26 

most comprehensive index of consumer prices available for the 27 

Detroit area from the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of 28 

Labor Statistics. 29
